05 JUN 20 
DERRY TO GALWAY 	 (B)
After Breakfast, private transfer to Galway. En-route, visit 
Carrowmore Megalithic Cemetery. With over 60 stone circle 
and passage tombs it is one of the largest Stone Age cemeteries 
in Europe. Continue to Galway. Overnight at the Nox Hotel, in 
Galway.

06 JUN 20
GALWAY TO KERRY 	 (B)
After Breakfast, travel to Kerry through the unique Burren 
region. The Burren landscape covers over 150 square kilometers 
and is one of Ireland’s 6 National Parks. The region is visually 
similar to a moonscape, yet shelters a mixture of flora and 
archaeological sites which have attracted visitors for centuries.  
After lunch (not included), visit the Cliffs of Moher and walk the 
clifftop trails. Then, take the ferry and drive to Killarney. Overnight 
at the Killarney Court Hotel, in Killarney.

07 JUN 20
RING OF KERRY 	 (B)
After breakfast drive along the Ring of Kerry, the most famous 
and panoramic route in Ireland. Take in spectacular scenery –
mountains, peat bogs, lakes and magnificent views of the Atlantic 
Ocean as one travels along the coast road. Enjoy panoramic views 
of the Dingle Peninsula and Dingle Bay. The road then continues 
through the mountains to Molls Gap and Ladies View with superb 
views of the Lakes of Killarney. After lunch (not included),  enjoy a 
jaunting car ride through Killarney National Park. Return to your 
hotel and overnight in Killarney.

08 JUN 20 
KERRY TO CLARE 	 (B-D)
After breakfast, depart for Clare. Visit Blarney Castle and Blarney

DUBLIN TO BELFAST 	 (B)
After Breakfast, private transfer to Belfast and enjoy a Walking 
tour of the city. This is the second largest city in Ireland and it 
is surrounded by green hills and sits at the mouth of the Lagan 
River. In the heart of the city are important buildings such as the 
town hall. Around Queens University is a pretty student district, 
the Botanical Garden with its palm house, and many cafes, bars 
and shops. Overnight at the Wellington Park Hotel, in Belfast.

03 JUN 20 
BELFAST 	 (B)
After Breakfast, meet your private guide and depart for a Private 
Morning Tour to visit Titanic Belfast. The Titanic Belfast recreates 
the story of the world’s most famous ship in an iconic, six floor 
building right beside the historic site of the original ship’s 
construction. Then, visit Crumlin Road Gaol. Grasp the wonderful 
opportunity to experience the history inside the former prison, 
which dates back to 1845. Overnight in Belfast.

04 JUN 20
BELFAST TO DERRY 	 (B)
After Breakfast, journey to the North Antrim Coast. First, visit Old 
Bushmills Distillery. Then, visit the Giants Causeway. Explore the 
major themes of mythology, geology, landscape, ecology, culture 
and social history based on the UNESCO World Heritage site. 
After lunch (not included), continue to Derry and enjoy a Derry 
City Walls walking tour. Admire the splendid views of cathedrals
